ORDER CALLING FIRE PROTECTION PLAN ELECTION 

THE STA TE OF TEXAS § 

COUNTY OF DENTON § 

SANCTUARY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 2 OF DENTON COUNTY § 

WHEREAS, Sanctuary Municipal Utility District No. 2 of Denton County (the "District") 
was heretofore duly created by Order (the "Order") of the Texas Commission on Environmental 
Quality (the "Commission") dated August 15, 2023, as a conservation and reclamation district 
created under and essential to accomplish the purposes of Article III, Section 52 and Article 
XVI, Section 59 of the Texas Constitution and operating pursuant to Chapters 49 and 54 of the 
Texas Water Code, as amended; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 49.351, Texas Water Code, the District has the authority 
to contract with any other person to perform fire-fighting services within the District and may 
charge a mandatory fee, subject to prior approval by the Commission and approval by the voters 
in the District; and 

WHEREAS, the District has entered a Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between 
Denton County, Texas (the "County'') and Sanctuary Municipal Utility District No. 2 of Denton 
County for Fire Protection and Emergency Ambulance Services (the "Fire Agreement") to 
provide fire protection services and ambulance services to the District, to become effective 
following the District's adoption of an order of the District declaring the results of a successful 
election approving a fire plan; and 

WHEREAS, on May 8, 2025, the Board of Directors of the District (the "Board") 
adopted a Resolution Authorizing Submission of Fire Plan (the "Fire Plan") to the Commission; 
and 

WHEREAS, on October 9, 2025, the Commission issued an Order Approving a Fire 
Protection Plan for Sanctuary Municipal Utility District No. 2 of Denton County, approving the 
Fire Plan and the Fire Agreement for the District; and 

WHEREAS, a copy of the Fire Plan is on file and available for public inspection at the 
District's office, c/o Coats Rose, P.C., 16000 N. Dallas Parkway, Suite 350, Dallas, Texas 
75248;and 

WHEREAS, Section 49.3S l(i), Texas Water Code, requires that the District submit to the 
electors of the District the proposition of whether the Fire Plan should be implemented by the 
District; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of said District finds and determines that all requisites to the 
ordering of an election on the proposition of the implementation of the Fire Plan therefore have 
been met, and the Board is of the opinion that such election should be called for the purpose of 
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submitting to the duly qualified resident electors of tlie District the proposition of the Fire Plan, 
including a mandatory fee, as more particularly set out below; and 

WHEREAS, the Board wishes to proceed with the ordering of said election. 

IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF 
SANCTUARY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 2 OF DENTON COUNTY, THAT: 

Section 1 : The matters and facts set out in the preamble of this Order are hereby 
found to and declared to be true and complete. 

Section 2: An election shall be held within the District on May 2, 2026, between the 
hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. (unless authorized to close earlier pursuant to Section 41.033, 
Texas Election Code, as amended) at 13753 US Highway 380 W, Krum, Texas 76249, which the 
Board, after duly considering the requirements of Section 43.004 of the Texas Election Code, 
finds to be a proper place for conducting said election, at which the following proposition shall 
be submitted to the duly qualified resident electors of the District for their action thereon: 

PROPOSITION A 

SHALL THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF SANCTUARY MUNICIPAL 
UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 2 OF DENTON COUNTY (THE "DISTRICT'') BE 
AUTHORIZED TO IMPLEMENT A FIRE PROTECTION PLAN PURSUANT 
TO A INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN DENTON 
COUNTY, TEXAS AND SANCTUARY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT 
NO. 2 OF DENTON COUNTY FOR FIRE PROTECTION AND 
EMERGENCY AMBULANCE SERVICES; AND SHALL THE DISTRICT 
BE AUTHORIZED TO ASSESS, LEVY AND COLLECT MANDATORY 
CHARGES FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING SUCH FIRE-FIGHTING 
SERVICES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CONSTITUTION AND LAWS 
OF THE STATE OF TEXAS? 

Section 3: Voting in said election shall be by the use of an electronic voting system 
or paper ballots which shall offer both English and Spanish ballots and which shall conform to 
the requirements of the Texas Election Code. The following proposition shall be submitted to the 
resident electors of the District at the May 2, 2026 election:

Each voter shall vote on the proposition by placing an "X" in the square beside the 
statement indicating the way he wishes to vote. 

Section 4: The boundaries of the District are hereby established as and shall 
constitute one election precinct and the following is hereby appointed an officer of said election: 

Presiding Judge: Daniel Rodriguez 

The Presiding Judge may appoint two (2) clerks to assist in the conduct of the election 
and may appoint such additional clerks as (s)he deems necessary for the conduct of the election, 
not to exceed the maximum number of three (3). Early voting in the election by personal 
appearance shall begin on April 20, 2026 and shall continue through April 28, 2026. The clerk 
for early voting shall be Daniel Rodriguez and the place at which such early voting shall be 
conducted is 13753 US Highway 380 W, Krum, Texas 76249, within the boundaries of the 
District. 

The early voting clerk's mailing address to which ballot applications and ballots to be 
voted by mail is the same as above. The Board hereby finds that there are fewer than 1,000 
registered voters residing within the District, and accordingly said early voting clerk shall keep 
said early voting polling place open for early voting by personal appearance from 5 :00 p.m. to 
9:00 p.m., on each day for early voting which is not a Saturday, a Sunday or an official State 
holiday. Early voting ballots shall be provided to the presiding judge on election day, and the 
presiding judge and any clerks shall serve as the early voting ballot board and tally the early 
ballots. 

Section 5: The election shall be held and conducted and returns made to this Board of 
Directors in accordance with the Texas Election Code as modified by Chapter 49, Texas Water 
Code. 

Section 6: The Board of Directors of the District hereby appoints Coats Rose, P.C., as 
the District agent for the election. 

Section 7: All qualified resident electors of the District shall be entitled to vote in the 
election. 

Section 8: The President and the Secretary of the Board or the District's agent is hereby 
directed to cause notice of this election to be posted (i) on election day and during early voting 
by personal appearance in a prominent location at each polling place, (ii) in three public places in 
the boundaries of the political subdivision at least 21 days before the election, (iii) during the 21 
days before the election shall be posted on the political subdivision's website, if the District 
maintains an internet website, and (iv) at such other places as notice of the meetings of the Board 
of Directors of the District are required to be posted. 
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Section 9: If applicable, the rate of pay for judges 1and clerks of the election shall be 
determined by the Board of Directors of the District, in compliance with the Texas Election 
Code. 

Section I 0: The President or Vice President and Secretary or Assistant Secretary are 
authorized and directed to take any action necessary to carry out the provisions of this order.

EN VISTA DE QUE, el Distrito ha celebrado un Acuerdo de Cooperaci6n Interlocal 
entre el Condado de Denton, Texas (el "Condado") y el Distrito para Servicios de Protecci6n 
Contra Incendios y Ambulancia de Emergencia (el "Acuerdo de Incendio") para proporcionar 
servicios de protecci6n contra incendios y servicios de ambulancia al Distrito, que entrara en 
vigor tras la adopci6n por parte del Distrito de una orden del Distrito declarando los resultados 
de una elecci6n exitosa que apruebe un plan de incendios; y 

EN VISTA DE QUE, el 8 de mayo de 2025, la Junta Directiva del Distrito (la "Junta") 
adopt6 una Resoluci6n Autorizando la Presentaci6n del Plan de Incendios ( el "Plan de 
Incendios") a la Comisi6n; y
